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Awana is coming to Northcliffe!
On Wednesday, September 7, at 6:30, we will begin Awana Clubs.

What is Awana? I‘m glad you asked!

Awana helps churches and parents work together to develop spiritually strong children and youth who
faithfully follow Jesus Christ. The programs offer a proven approach for evangelizing and discipling kids in the
church and community. Awana features fun and flexible Scripture-based programs that build upon one
another from age 2 through high school. Northcliffe will offer Awana for ages 2 through 5" grade.

What are the results of an Awana program? A recent national survey found Awana to be as important to the
spiritual foundation of adults who took part in Awana as all other church activities combined. Among alumni
who participated in Awana for at least six years, and whose parents were involved in their spiritual growth,
92.7 percent still attend church at least weekly as adults.

Awana weekly programs emphasize biblical teaching that targets the specific needs of kids at each level of
spiritual development. Awana aims to equip parents and churches with the tools to lead children to salvation
in Christ. Awana also works with the church and families to root kids in a solid, Bible-based worldview that
guides them throughout life’s circumstances and challenges. Curriculum books and teachers’ resources for
each age level help young people understand and apply the truths of Scripture to their lives.

This Bible-centered teaching and Scripture memorization take place in an atmosphere of fun and excitement
that keeps churched and non-churched kids coming back week after week, often with friends in tow.

Every week the groups have an opening ceremony, game time, small group time, large group time and a
closing time. The gospel is always the main focus of Awana Clubs in every aspect of the groups.
